
Battle of Britain Living History Show 2012
Show Safety, Rules and Regulations
Please read and retain with other show documentation, and bring to the show for reference.  
Showground Etiquette: Our objective is to hold a relaxed family show and to impose a minimum of rules and restrictions, over and above any legal obligations you may already be required to observe in connection with your attendance at our event. Please cooperate with show safety and legal requirements and respect and follow any instruction or request made by show officials or security officers. Please treat the showground with the same respect you would treat your own property, and leave your pitch as you found it. Participants will be expected to behave at all times in a manner acceptable for a family event.
Vehicle passes: An appropriate vehicle pass must be displayed in the vehicle’s windscreen at all times while on the site. No vehicle pass = no entry to the showground. Any mechanically propelled vehicle not displaying a pass will be stopped by officials.
Parking: Parking of civilian vehicles in the military vehicle area is not permitted. These and other support vehicles will be parked in the designated parking area. All unauthorised vehicles must be removed from the showground to the relevant car park by 9.30am on show days, and may only be returned to the showground after 6.30pm. Please do not park on showground vehicle or pedestrian routes or obstruct any point of access.
Traffic Rules: A 5mph speed limit and one-way system will be in operation within the showground (excluding arena) and all vehicles must abide by this. Drivers must obey instructions from officials and their assistants. No transference of fuels may be carried out. Under Sections 1, 2 and 3 as amended by the Road Traffic Act 1991 you could be prosecuted for driving recklessly at this type of event if it was considered you have endangered the lives of other exhibitors or members of the public.
Vehicle Movements: Only persons licensed to drive may operate vehicles. Vehicles are not permitted to leave the site and no vehicles are allowed in the stallholder area between the hours of 9.30am and 6.30pm on show days – emergencies excepted. Please operate hazard warning lights when driving within the showground. Unauthorised movement of vehicles during events is not permitted.
Tracked Vehicle Movements: All movement outside the arena must be with at least one escort person on foot in front of the vehicle wearing high visibility attire. The 5mph speed limit applies unless you are in the Arena. All passengers must be seated in appropriate seats, not on vehicle turrets.
Bicycles: Providing bicycles are ridden with care and with due consideration to pedestrians, they may be used to move about the site.
Person passes/wristbands: Issued wristbands must be worn. No wristband = No entry to showground. Different coloured wristbands will be an indication of restricted access to some areas of the event, and we ask that you respect any restrictions that apply.
Displays/Groups: All displays and groups are required to hold Public Liability Cover Insurance for the duration of attendance at The Battle of Britain Living History Show.
Military Vehicles: All entries are required to be covered for off-road third party risks for the duration of attendance at The Battle of Britain Living History Show.

Traders: All traders are required to hold Public Liability or third-party risk insurance. Stallholders must be equipped with a suitable working fire extinguisher on their pitch at all times and hold a completed fire risk assessment. Documentation must be available for inspection at any time by the show organisers or Health and Safety officers. The showground falls within the jurisdiction of Somerset County Council Trading Standards (contact direct for further information on: 01823 357261).

Stands/displays: Stands and displays will be in place by 9.30am and will not be taken down before 6.00pm on show days, and are required to be open and staffed throughout the time the show is open to the public.
Liability: The organisers or their agents can accept no liability for any loss, damage or injury howsoever sustained during the event.
Weapons: A register of exhibitors’ firearms will be recorded on booking in and appropriate licences or permits will need to be available for inspection. Only vehicle mounted weapons or those as part of a display will be allowed on site. These must remain secure at all times and must comply with current H. M. Government Regulations.
The display or sale of deactivated weapons at the show is allowed, if the vendor or owner has a British proof house certificate of deactivation. The certificate should be attached to the weapon or ready for inspection by the Police. Replica guns or guns manufactured solely as blank firing devices can be sold or displayed, subject to current legislation. Sale of BB guns to underage persons is not permitted.
Live firing ammunition is not allowed to be displayed, sold or brought onto the showground under any circumstances. No blank rounds or pyrotechnics may be brought on site unless pre-arranged with the organisers. No BB guns, air rifles or any other types of weapon are permitted to be used on site unless part of an organised re-enactment display; or in a designated organised range.

The display and sale of inert explosive devices is only allowed if the vendor or owner can demonstrate that the item has been previously dismantled to prove that it is free from explosives. The item must have a label attached to declare that it is free from explosive material. The show organisers do not accept any responsibility or liability for the inspection of the device.

Generators: Generators must conform to the current Health and Safety Regulations and the Electricity at Work Act; this includes ground spikes (earthing). Any cost incurred in ensuring your generator complies with current legislation will be at your own expense.

Anti-Semitism: The display of anti-Sematic literature and artefacts is strictly forbidden. If any of this material is found you will be asked to leave the showground and not welcome back.

Uniforms: There are no objections to the wearing of allied or axis uniforms around the site; providing no decorations or badges of rank are worn to which the wearer is not entitled. Please do not wear any uniforms off site. Thank you for your cooperation.

Noise: Please keep unnecessary noise (for example: loud music, sirens, vehicles, gunfire and pyrotechnics) to a minimum from 6.30pm until 9.30am. Excessive noise is prohibited between the hours of 23.00pm and 7.00am. These restrictions apply every day you are on the site, and we ask that you respect and follow any request made by officials or security officers in connection with noise issues. Any individual found to be breaking the above restrictions may be removed from the show and site and, if applicable, be responsible for the cost of any subsequent fines imposed by the local authority. Please play your part in helping to protect the future of this event by being considerate neighbours to local residents.
Camping: Campsite locations will be indicated on the map of the showground. A safe distance of 6 metres between caravans, camper vans and motor homes is required to be maintained. If sleeping in a tent or caravan within your display pitch, please keep modern/domestic items to the rear, with period accoutrements and military vehicles at the fore. This will help to enhance the overall quality of our show and your assistance is greatly appreciated.
Fuel, gas and supplies: The nearest fuel stations are at Sainsbury’s Supermarket and on Deane Gate Avenue (adjacent to M5 northbound exit road). Both locations are shown on the How to Find Us map, included in your welcome pack.

Vehicle & Camping Security: The show will be open to the general public and they will have access to displays and vehicles. The organisers can accept no responsibility for loss of, or damage to, your vehicle or its contents. We strongly recommend that you avoid leaving your vehicle completely unattended during the show but should you wish to do so, we suggest that you arrange for someone with an adjacent vehicle to watch yours. Upon return check your vehicle, not only for any loss or damage, but also for any suspicious package that may have been placed in, on or near to your vehicle. There is no public access to campsite areas, but security of belongings cannot be assured. We recommend that you consider security of personal and valuable possessions when planning your stay.
Medical safety: On site medical response will be provided during show opening hours only. Traders and exhibitors are advised to make sufficient first aid provision for self, staff/assistants and guests. In an emergency please telephone 999.
Dogs: Dogs are allowed on site but please ensure they are kept on a lead and cleaned up after.
Litter/refuse: The showground is a very attractive site and we hope you enjoy your stay. Please bag rubbish and dispose of waste responsibly. Please ensure your pitch is cleared and tidy prior to leaving the showground.

Barbecues and open fires
To be used only when adequate fire-fighting equipment is available. Campfires must be raised off the ground – please do not leave unattended. It is suggested that all vehicles carry a current working fire extinguisher. There will be a woodpile of pallets that you will be welcome to use, at your own risk. Please return any unused wood to the woodpile before leaving the site.
Smoking: We request that you obey any signs that inform a smoke free area, mainly enclosed buildings and doorways to these buildings, as required by the Smoke-Free (Premises and Enforcement Regulations 2007). Failure to comply with this legislation carries fines for both the smoker and the person in charge of the premises (£50 and £200 respectively).
Health and Safety: To make our show as safe as possible we ask that you contact us if you have any doubts over your safety arrangements. We will be happy to work with you and will do our best to help you resolve any issues arising. Show officials will be briefed to challenge any unsafe act observed and we ask that you respect and follow any request made by officials or security officers in connection with health and safety issues.
Fire Safety: You are likely to have already undertaken risk assessment of your activity, but please take a minute to consider fire and emergency arrangements for your pitch specific to this showground by completing the following fire risk assessment once you are set up on site. Please sketch a plan of your pitch where shown below; which once completed needs to be removed from your welcome pack and returned to booking in, or (if booking in is closed) handed to an official.  In an emergency please call 999.

All attendees are required to cover all significant hazards identified through risk assessment; and have suitable pre-planned procedures in place, to be executed in the event of fire.
	EMERGENCY ACTION PLANNING

	Traders and exhibitors are reminded to ensure that sufficient planning is in place for your pitch, and tailored to meet specific individual needs where appropriate. All relevant persons will need to be made aware of identified risks, together with precautions to be taken and emergency arrangements; and will need to receive clear instruction in respect of their role in implementation of the same.

Advice Notice
Ammunition Kept as Samples, Souvenirs, Patterns or in Museums and Collections
This information is being included as a result of an incident in 1990 in which a small mortar round of World War I origin fired whilst being cleaned causing serious injuries. Previously the mortar had been thought to be explosively inert as the percussion cap showed an indent where it had apparently been struck correctly by the firing pin at some time in the past. Examination of similar items from other sources indicated that a contributing factor to the ignition of the charge was the deterioration of the percussion cap case allowing the chlorate ingredient of the cap to make contact with the sulphur ingredient of the gunpowder propellant. As such mixtures age they tend to become increasingly sensitive to ignition by friction or percussion and may explode with far greater violence than gunpowder alone. 

Many otherwise stable explosive mixtures can become sensitive with age or if they make contact with incompatible materials due to deterioration of their immediate containers. Such items may not only become more sensitive to impact but are also liable to spontaneous initiation, especially in the case of old or badly stored propellants. 

All ammunition kept as samples souvenirs, patterns or in museums should be examined by competent personnel to ensure that all components of the ammunition are free from explosives of all types. Whenever possible each item of ammunition should be individually referenced and traceable to a "free-from-explosives" register identifying who certified the ammunition as inert and when. If possible, it should be made self-evident that the explosives have been removed from inert rounds e.g. by drilling a hole in cartridge cases once the propellant has been removed. Items should be clearly and indelibly marked as having been checked. The markings should be unique to the establishment concerned. Where items are generally available to persons other than the keeper a record of "free from explosives" certificates should be maintained.
It is recommended that all ammunition is checked again by a competent person immediately prior to disposal. All ammunition sent for disposal should be accompanied by a statement from the consignor that it has been checked and is free from explosives.
